"Bits and Pieces" Westport Garden Club's 40 Year History — 2" installment

A newspaper clipping from the Lincoln Times- News, dated December 4, 1974, described a garden club-sponsored
home tour which included five Westport Homes and the Westport Baptist Church. Tickets were $2.50 with all
proceeds going toward the purchase of "life-saving equipment for the Westport area." The article did not tell us what
equipment was purchased.

The East Lincoln Rescue Squad became operational in October, 1977 and functioned until its demise in 2009. Ernie
Cox, a Westport resident who supplied this information was one of the earliest members of its Board of Directors
serving from 1979 to 2009.

Marty Wulfthorst, the Westport Garden Club's President in 1987-1988, tells us that at the November meeting that
year a silent auction was held. The proceeds from the sale of hand-made items was donated to the East Lincoln Rescue
Squad demonstrating the club's continued support for the health and safety of our community.
